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First Communion is one of the most significant milestones in a Catholic’s spiritual life, marking a child’s first reception
of the Eucharist. The Eucharist, or Holy Communion, is one of the seven sacraments of the Catholic Church and is
considered the “source and summit” of a Catholic’s life.

The children have reached
a deeper understanding of Jesus’ sacrifice. | know after a long week of work and school, it may seem like one more
thing for them to prepare for Mass on the weekend. Now that the children have learned what Jesus' sacrifice has
given them, the children are going to want to receive the Eucharist each week with their community. Please be sup-
portive and get them to Mass, so that they can be part of the full participation they have been granted.

Many of these
children have been separated from their siblings or placed in group homes because there
simply aren’t enough foster families to take them in. The need is great and foster care is
an essential, yet frequently overlooked pro life issue.
There are many ways to help:
1. Become a licensed foster parent.
2. Support foster families by becoming a licensed alternative or respite care provider (help with transportation,
childcare, babysitting, etc.).
3. Donate needed items such as clothing and toys. When children are moved between placements, they often
lose everything they have.
